Baby Boy’s First Christmas Socking

This stocking doesn't necessarily have to be used for
baby'sfirst Christmas...donein Victorian Christmas
colorsinstead of pastels, it makes a nice stocking for
anyone!

Materials

Worsted weight acrylic yarn

About 4-5 ounces color A (mint, or the color of your
choice)

About 1 ounce color B (soft white or the color of your
choice)

Crochet Hook sizel

Optional: About 2 yards of 1/2" satin ribbon
Finished size: About 17" long x 7 1/2 acrossthe top

Thisstocking isworked vertically from hedl to toe.
Make 2 of these pieces
Starting at the heel with color A, ch 10
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (ch 1, skip next ch, scin the next ch) 4
times, ch 30, turn. (5 sc)
Row 2: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (ch 1, skip next ch, scin the next ch)
14 times, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 4times, ch 1, scin thelast sc; ch 1,
turn. (20 sc)
Row 3: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 sp) 19 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (21 sc)
Row 4: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 sp) 19times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (21 sc)
Row 5: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 20 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (22 sc)
Row 6: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 sp) 20times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (22 sc)
Row 7: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 sp) 21 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (23 s¢)
Row 8: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 p) 21 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (23 sc)
Row 9: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin thenext ch-1 sp) 22 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (24 sc)





Row 10: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 22 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (24 sc)

Row 11: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 23 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (25 sc)

Row 12: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 23 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (25 sc)

Row 13: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 24 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (26 sc)

Row 14: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 24 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (26 sc)

Row 15: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 25 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (27 sc)

Row 16: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 25times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (27 sc)

Row 17: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 26 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (28 sc)

Row 18: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 26 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (28 sc)

Row 19: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 27 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (29 sc)

Row 20: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 27 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (29 sc)

Row 21: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 28 times, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (30 sc)

Row 22: Scin thefirst sc, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 28 times, ch 1, scin
thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (30 sc)

Foot

Row 23: Scin thefirst sc, scin thenext ch-1sp, (ch 1, scinthenext ch 1

sp) 9times, ch 1, insert hook into the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert
hook into next sc and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining
loops on the hook to decrease; ch 1, turn. (12 sc, counting the decr ease as
1s0)

Row 24: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 9times, ch 1, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (11 sc, counting the decrease as 1 sc)

Row 25: Scin thefirst sc, scin thenext ch-1sp, (ch 1, scinthenext ch 1

sp) 8times, ch 1, insert hook into the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert
hook into next sc dec and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining
loops on the hook to decrease; ch 1, turn. (11 sc, counting the decr ease as
1s0)

Row 26: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 8times, ch 1, scin the
last sc; ch 1, turn. (10 sc, counting the decrease as 1 sc)





Row 27: Scin thefirst sc, scin thenext ch-1sp, (ch 1, scinthenext ch 1

sp) 7 times, ch 1, insert hook into the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert
hook into next sc dec and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining
loops on the hook to decrease; ch 1, turn. (10 sc, counting the decr ease as
1)

Row 28: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 7 times, ch 1, scin the

last sc; ch 1, turn. (9 sc, counting the decrease as 1 sc)

Row 29: Insert hook in thefirst sc and pull up aloop, insert hook in the next
ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the
hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 6 times, insert hook into the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert hook into next sc dec and pull up a
loop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the hook to decrease; ch
1, turn. (8 sc, counting each decrease as 1 sc)

Row 30: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 5times, insert hook into
the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert hook into next sc dec and pull up
aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the hook to decrease;

ch 1, turn. (7 sc, counting each decrease as 1 sc)

Row 31: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 4 times, insert hook into
the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert hook into next sc dec and pull up
aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the hook to decrease;

ch 1, turn. (6 sc, counting each decrease as 1 sc)

Row 32: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 3times, insert hook into
the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert hook into next sc dec and pull up
aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the hook to decrease;

ch 1, turn. (5 sc, counting each decrease as 1 sc)

Row 33: Insert hook in thefirst sc dec and pull up aloop, insert hook in the
next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
the hook to decrease, (ch 1, scin the next ch-1 sp) 2 times, insert hook into
the next ch-1 sp and pull up aloop, insert hook into next sc dec and pull up
aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on the hook to decrease;

ch 1, turn. (4 sc, counting each decrease as 1 sc) Fasten off.

Finishing: Lay one piece of the stocking over the other. Starting on thetoe
side of the stocking sc together through both thicknessess, leaving the top

of the stocking open and ending at the heel side of the stocking.

Hanging loop and edging: Ch 15; join with a dl st in the 15th ch from hook,
work 44 sc around thetop opening of the stocking, then dl st in each of the
15 ch’s of the hanging loop; join with a dl st to thefirst sc. Fasten off.





Cuff

Round 1: With outside of stocking facing you, attach color B with ascin
thefirst sc of thetop edging, scin each of the next 43 sc; join with adl st to
thefirst sc; ch 1, turn. (44 sc)

Round 2: Scin the back loop only of each sc around; join with ad st to the
first sc; ch 1, turn. (44 c)

Round 3: Scin thesame st asjoining, trcin thenext sc, (scin the next sc,
trcin the next sc) 21 times; join with ad st tothefirst sc; ch 4, turn. (44
sts)

Round 4: (Thech 4 at theend of row 3 countsasthefirst dc and thefirst ch
1) (Skip the next trc, scin the next sc) 21 times; join with adl st in the 3rd
ch of the beginning ch 4. (22 dc)

Round 5: Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, scin the next ch-1sp, (scin

the next dc, scin the next ch-1 sp) 21 times; join with a d st to thefirst sc.
(44 sc)

Rounds 6-11: Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, scin each remaining sc
around; join with a g st tothefirst sc. (44 sc) Ch 1, turn at theend of
round 11.

Round 12: Scin the same st asjoining, trcin the next sc, (scin the next sc,
trcin the next sc) 21 times; join with ad st tothefirst sc; ch 1, turn. (44
sts)

Round 13: Scin thesame st asjoining, ch 3, skip next trc (scin the next

trc, ch 3, skip next trc) 21 times; join with a gl st to thefirst sc. (22 sc)
Fasten off.

Cuff edging: Attach color B with a scin thefirst unworked front loop of round
2; scin each remaining unwor ked front loop around; join with a gl st to the
first sc. (44 sc) Fasten off. Weavein ends.

Finishing: If desired, weave ribbon through round 4 and tie a bow just below
the hanging loop.






Baby Girl'sFirst Christmas Socking

This stocking doesn't necessarily have to be used
for baby'sfirst Christmas...donein Victorian
Christmas colorsinstead of pastels, it makes a nice
stocking for anyone!

Materials

About 4-5 ounces pink wor sted weight acrylic
yarn (or the color of your

choice) for stocking

About 1 ounce of whiteworsted weight acrylic
yarn (or the color of your

choice) for stocking cuff

Crochet hook size J

About 2 yards of 5/8” satin ribbon (optional)
Finished size: About 17” long x 7 1/2" acrosstop.

This stocking isworked vertically from heel to toe.
Make 2 of these pieces
Starting at the heel, ch 8
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook (dc in the next ch, scin thenext ch) 3
times; ch 24, turn. (7 sts)
Row 2: Scin the 2nd ch from hook (dcin the next ch, scin thenext ch) 11
times, (dcin the next sc, scin the next dc) 3times, (dc, sc) in thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (31 sts)
Row 3: (Sc, dc) in thefirst sc, (scin thenext dc, dcin the next sc) across;
ch 1, turn. (32 sts)
Row 4: Scin thefirst dc, (dcin thenext sc, scin the next dc) acrossto
within thelast sc, (dc, sc) in thelast sc. (33 sts)
Rows 5-16: (Repeat rows 3-4) 6 times. Y ou should have 45 stitches at the
end of row 16.
Row 17: Hdcin thefirst sc, (scin the next dc, dcin the next sc) 8 times, sc
dec over thenext 2 sts; ch 1, turn. (18 sts counting the sc dec as one st)
Row 18: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin thenext dc) 7
times, dcin the next sc, sc in the next hdc; ch 1, turn. (17 sts counting the
sc dec asone st)
Row 19: Hdcin thefirst sc, (scin the next dc, dcin the next sc) 7 times, sc
dec over thenext 2 sts; ch 1, turn. (16 sts counting the sc dec as one st)
Row 20: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin the next dc) 6





times, dcin the next sc, sc in the next hdc; ch 1, turn. (15 sts counting the
sc dec asone st)

Row 21: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin thenext dc) 5
times, dc in the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sts. (13 sts counting each sc
dec asone st)

Row 22: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin thenext dc) 4
times, dc in the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sts. (11 sts counting each sc
dec asone st)

Row 23: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin thenext dc) 3
times, dc in the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sts. (9 sts counting each sc
dec asone st)

Row 24: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, (dcin the next sc, scin the next dc) 2
times, dc in the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sts. (7 sts counting each sc
dec asone st)

Row 25: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, dcin the next sc, scin the next dc, dcin
the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sts. (5 sts counting each sc dec as one

st)

Finishing: Lay one piece of the stocking over the other. Starting on thetoe
side of the stocking (9 st, ch 1) together through both thicknessess, leaving
thetop of the stocking open and ending at the heel side of the stocking.
Hanging loop and edging: Ch 12; join with a d st in the 12th ch from hook,
work 36 sc around thetop opening of the stocking, then g st in each of the
12 ch’s of the hanging loop; join with a dl st to thefirst sc. Fasten off.
Round 1: With outside of stocking facing you, attach whiteyarn with ascin
thefirst sc of thetop edging, scin each of the next 35 sc; join with adl st to
thefront loop only of thefirst sc; ch 1, turn. (36 sc)

Round 2: Scin the front loop only of each sc around; join with ad st to the
first sc; do not turn. (36 sc)

Round 3: Ch 4to count asthefirst trc, trcin thenext sc and in each
remaining sc around; join with a gl st to thetop of the beginning ch 4. (36
trc)

Rounds 4-8: Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining and in each remaining st
around; join with ad st tothefirst sc. (36 sc)

Round 9: Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, skip next 2 sc, 5dc shell in the
next sc, skip next 2 sc, (scin the next sc, skip next 2 sc, 5 dc shell in the
next sc, skip next 2 sc) 5times; join with ad st in thefirst sc. (6 shells)
Round 10: *(Sl st in thenext dc, ch 2, d st in thesamedc) 5times, gl st in
the next sc* repeat from * to* 4 times, (d st inthenext dc,ch 2,d st in
the samedc) 5times; join with ad st in thejoining g st. Fasten off.

Cuff edging: Attach whitewith a d st in thefirst unworked front loop of
round 2, ch 1, (8l s, ch 1) in each remaining unworked front loop around;
join with adl st tothefirst g st. Fasten off. Weave in ends.

Finishing: If desired, weave ribbon through round 3 and tie a bow just below the
hanging loop.











Baby “Grab” Ball

Also makes a dandy pincushion!
This project can be donein yarn or thread.

Materialsfor project donein yarn: Sport
weight yarn in two colors(Color A = one
ounce, color B = 2 ounces) Crochet hook size
D, fiberfill

Materialsfor project donein thread: Size 10
crochet cotton thread in two colors (Color A =
100 yds., color B = 200 yds.) Crochet hook size
6, fiberfill

Yarn directions (work fairly tightly for best results)
Make 12 of these ovals
(Each piece sould measure about 2 3/8” x 1 3/8” at widest points)
With color A and size D hook, ch 2
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, ch 1; turn. (1 sc)
Row 2: 2scin sc, ch 1; turn. (2 sc)
Row 3: 2 scin each sc, ch 1; turn. (4 sc)
Row 4: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (4 sc)
Row 5: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 2 sc, 2 scin thelast sc, ch
1; turn. (6 sc)
Rows 6-9: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (6 sc)
Row 10: Sc dec over first 2 sts, scin each of the next 2 sts, sc dec over the
last 2 sts, ch 1; turn. (4 sts)
Row 11: Repeat row 4.
Row 12: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sts, sc dec over thelast 2 sts, ch 1; turn. (2
sts)
Row 13: Sc dec over 2 sts; do not turn.
Edging: Sc evenly around the outside of the piece. (26 sc) Fasten off. Weave
in ends.
Make 24 of thesetriangles:
(Each piece should measure about 2 1/2" acrossrow 13)
With color B and size D hook, leavinga 6” yarn tail, ch 2
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook; ch 1, turn. (1 sc)
Row 2: 3scinthesc; ch 1, turn. (3 sc)
Row 3: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (3 sc)
Row 4: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin next sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (5 sc)
Row 5: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (5 sc)
Row 6: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of the next 3 sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (7 sc)





Row 7: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (7 sc)

Row 8: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 5 sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (9 s¢)

Row 9: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (9 sc)

Row 10: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 7 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (11 sc)

Row 11: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (11 sc)

Row 12: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 9 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (13 )

Row 13: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (13 sc)

Thread Directions

Make 12 of these ovals

(Each piece sould measure about 2 3/8” x 1 3/8” at widest points)

With color A and size 6 hook, ch 2

Row 1: 2 scin the 2nd ch from hook, ch 1; turn. (2 sc)

Row 2: 2 scin each sc, ch 1; turn. (4 sc)

Row 3: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 2 sc, 2 scin thelast sc, ch
1; turn. (6 sc)

Row 4: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (6 sc)

Row 5: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 4 sc, 2 scin thelast sc, ch
1; turn. (8 s¢)

Row 6: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (8 sc)

Row 7: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 6 sc, 2 scin thelast sc, ch
1; turn. (10 s¢)

Row 8: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (10 sc)

Row 9: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 8 sc, 2 scin thelast sc, ch
1; turn. (12 )

Rows 10-15: Scin each sc across, ch 1; turn. (12 sc)

Row 16: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sc, scin each of the next 8 sc, sc dec over
thelast 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (10 sts)

Row 17: Repeat row 8

Row 18: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sc, scin each of the next 6 sc, sc dec over
thelast 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (8 sts)

Row 19: Repeat row 6.

Row 20: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sc, scin each of the next 4 sc, sc dec over
thelast 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (6 sts)

Row 21: Repeat row 4

Row 22: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sc, scin each of the next 2 sc, sc dec over
thelast 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (4 sts)

Row 23: Sc dec over thefirst 2 sc, sc dec over thelast 2 sc; do not turn
Edging: Sc evenly around the outside of the piece. (46 sc). Fasten off.
Weavein ends.

Make 24 of these triangles

(Each piece should measure about 2 1/2” acrossrow 21)





With color B and size 6 hook, leaving a 6” thread tail, ch 2.

Row 1: 3 scin the2nd ch from hook; ch 1, turn. (3 sc)

Row 2: 2 scinthefirst sc, scin thenext sc, 2scin thelast sc; ch 1, turn.
(5s0)

Row 3: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (5 sc)

Row 4: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 3 sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (7 sc)

Row 5: Scin each sc acraoss; ch 1, turn. (7 sc)

Row 6: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 5 sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (9 s¢)

Row 7: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (9 sc)

Row 8: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 7 sc, 2 scin thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (11 sc)

Row 9: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (11 sc)

Row 10: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 9 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (13 )

Row 11: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (13 sc)

Row 12: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 11 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (15 )

Row 13: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (15 sc)

Row 14: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 13 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (17 sc)

Row 15: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (17 sc)

Row 16: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 15sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (19 )

Row 17: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (19 sc)

Row 18: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 17 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (21 sc)

Row 19: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (21 sc)

Row 20: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of thenext 19 sc, 2 scin thelast sc;
ch 1, turn. (23 )

Row 21: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (23 sc) Fasten off.

Assembly

Step 1: Make 12 of these. Holding 2 triangle pieces
together, sew or crochet sides of trianglestogether to
form a cone, leaving thetop of both triangle pieces
unwor ked. Stuff cone with fiberfill.






Step 2: Sew or crochet an oval pieceto thetop of the
coneto close.

Step 3: Make 4 of these. Sew three of the cones together
at the points of the ovalsasindicated by thered dots.
Tietheyarn tails of the three conestogether. (In the
illustration each blue line represents an oval at the top of a
cone. The red dots indicate where to sew.)

Step 4: Attach each of the four piecesto each of the
other piecesas
indicated, tying yarn tails together.







Basic Bib

Materials: About 1 %2 ounces worsted weight cotton yarn
Crochet hook size G (4 mm)

Ch14
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (dc in the next ch, sc in the next ch) 6 times; ch 2,
turn. (13 sts) Pattern note: The ch 2 at the end of some rows does not count as the first st
of the next row.
Row 2: (Hdc, dc) in thefirst sc, (sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc) across to within last 2
sts, sc in the next dc, (dc, hdc) in the last sc; ch 2, turn. (15 sts)
Rows 3-9: (Hdc, dc) in thefirst hdc, (sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc) across to within
last 2 sts, scin the next dc, (dc, hdc) in the last hdc; ch 2, turn. (29 sts at the end of row 9)
Row 10: Hdc in the first hdc, (sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc) across to within last 2
sts, sc in the next dc, hdc in the last hdc; ch 2, turn. (29 sts)
Row 11: Hdc in the first hdc, (dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc) across to within last 2
sts, dc in the next sc, hdc in the last hdc; ch 2, turn. (29 sts)
Rows 12-15: (Repeat rows 10-11) 2 times. (29 sts)
Split for neck opening
Row 16: Skip first hdc, hdc in the next dc, (dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc) 4 times; ch
1, turn. (9 sts)
Row 17: Skip first sc, (scin the next dc, dc in the next sc) 3 times, hdc dec over the last 2
sts; ch 2, turn. (7 sts)
Row 18: Skip first hdc dec, hdc in the next dc, (dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc) 2
times, sc in the next dc, hdc in the next sc; ch 2, turn. (6 sts)
Row 19: Hdc in the first hdc, dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, hdc dec
over thelast 2 sts; ch 2, turn. (5 sts)
Row 20: Skip first hdc dec, hdc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc, (dc,
hdc) in the next hdc; ch 2, turn.
Row 21: Hdc in the first hdc, sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, hdc dec over the last 2
sts. (4 sts) Fasten off.
Other side
Row 16: Skip the next 9 sts on row 15, attach yarn with a sc in the next st, (dc in the next
sc, sc in the next dc) 3 times, dc in the next sc, hdc dec over the last 2 sts; ch 2, turn. (9
sts)





Row 17: Skip first hdc, hdc in the next dc, (dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc) 2 times, dc
in the next sc, sc dec over the last 2 sts; ch 2, turn. (7 sts)

Row 18: Hdc in thefirst st, (sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc) 2 times, hdc dec over the
last 2 sts; ch 2, turn. (6 sts)

Row 19: Skip first hdc dec, hdc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc, dc in
the next sc, hdc in the next hdc; ch 2, turn. (5 sts)

Row 20: (Hdc, dc) in thefirst hdc, sc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, hdc dec over the
last 2 sts; ch 2, turn. (5 sts)

Row 21: Skip first hdc dec, hdc in the next dc, dc in the next sc, sc in the next dc, hdc in
the next hdc. (4 sts)

Finishing

Ch 50 for thefirst tie, work a sc in the sides of each of the six rows of the neck opening,
sc in each of the 9 skipped sts on row 15, sc in the sides of each of the six rows of the
other side of the neck opening, ch 51 for the second tie; do not fasten off; d st in the 2nd
ch from hook and in each of the remaining 49 ch's, sc evenly around the outside of the
bib, gl st in each of the 50 ch's of thefirst tie. Fasten off. Weave in ends.






Homespun Baby Afghan

Pattern suggestion from Kathy Howard: " | do have one suggestion .....You might make
mention in there that people should try marking the first and last stitch of the row on
the decrease side until they get used to it." Good idea! Thanks, Kathy! If you find it
difficult to identify the first and last stitches on rows 31-60, you might like to mark the
stitches with a yarn marker or safety pin.

Materials: About 15 ounces of Lion Brand Homespun

Crochet hook size N

Gauge: Rows 1-3=2"; row 3 measures about 3" across

Finished size: About 32" across

Note: Thisafghan isworked diagonally, starting in one corner and finishing
in the opposite corner of the square.

Starting at one corner of the afghan, ch 2

Row 1: (Sc, dc, s¢) in the 2nd ch from hook; ch 1, turn. (3 sts)

Row 2: (Hdc, dc) in thefirst sc, scin the next dc, (dc, hdc) in thelast sc; ch
1, turn. (5 sts)

Row 3: (Hdc, dc) in thefirst hdc, (scin each dc and dcin each sc) across,
(dc, hdc) in thelast hdc; ch 1, turn. (7 sts)

Rows 4-30: Repeat row 3. There should be 61 stitches at the end of row 30.
Row 31: Hdc decrease over thefirst 2 sts(to work hdc decrease - yo, insert
hook in first st and pull up aloop, yo, insert hook in next st and pull up a
loop, yo and pull through all 5 remaining loops on hook); (scin each dc and
dcin each sc) acrossto within thelast 2 sts, hdc decrease over thelast 2
sts; ch 1, turn. (23 sts)

Rows 32-59: Repeat row 31. There should be 3 stitches at the end of row
59.

Row 60: Insert hook in first st and pull up aloop, (insert hook in next st
and pull up aloop) 2 times; yo and pull through all 4 remaining loops on
hook. Fasten off. Weave in ends.





Edging

Round 1: Attach hook with adl st in any corner, ch 1, 3scin joining. Sc
evenly around the afghan, working 45 sc along each sideand 3 scin each
corner. End with 1 scin the same st asthefirst 2 scto complete corner;
join with a gl st tothefirst sc. (192 sc)

Round 2: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, work 3 moredcin the same <,
*(skip next sc, scin thenext sc, skip next sc, 5 dc shell in the next sc) 11
times, skip next sc, scin the next sc, skip next sc, 7 dc shell in the next sc
for the corner.* Repeat from * to * 2 times; (skip next sc, scin the next sc,
skip next sc, 5 dc shell in the next sc) 11 times, skip next sc, scin the next
sc, skip next sc, work 3 dcin the same st as beginning to finish corner; join
with a g st to thetop of the beginning ch 3.

Round 3: Sl st into the space between the ch 3 and thefirst dc, ch 2, 9 st
in the space between the thefirst and second dc, ch 2, dl st in the space
between the second and third dc's, *(dip st in the space between the first
two dc’s of the next shell, ch 2, d st in the next space between dc’'sin the
same shell, ch 3, 9 st in the next space between dc’sin the same shéll, ch
2, d st in the next space between dc'sin the same shell) 11 times; dlip st in
the space between thefirst, two dc'sof the next shell, (ch 2, d st in the
next space between dc'sin the same shell) 2 times, ch 3, d st in the next
gpace between dc'sin the same shéll, (ch 2, d st in the next space between
dc’sin the same shell) 2 times.* Repeat from * to* 2 times; (slip st in the
space between thefirst , two dc' s of the next shell, ch 2, d st in the next
space between dc’'sin the same shéll, ch 3, 9l st in the next space between
dc’sin thesame shéll, ch 2, 9l st in the next space between dc'sin the
same shell) 11 times; dlip st in the space between thefirst, two dc’s of the
next shell, (ch 2, d st in the next space between dc’'sin the same shell) 2
times, ch 3, join with a dl st tothefirst dl st. Fasten off. Weavein ends.
