Green egg
Ch 6, join with a sl st in the first ch to form a ring
Round 1: Ch 7 to count as the first trtr and the first ch 1, (trtr, ch 1) 17 times in the ring;
join with a sl st in the 6th ch of the beginning ch 7.
Round 2: (Sc in the next ch-1 sp, ch 3) 17 times, sc in the next ch-1 sp, ch 1; join with a
hdc in the first sc to form the first ch-3 sp on the next round.
Rounds 3-4: Ch 1, sc in the first ch-3 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 17 times, ch 1; join
with a hdc in the first sc to form the first ch-3 sp on the next round.
Round 5: Ch 6 to count as the first trtr, trtr in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1, (2 trtr in the next ch-3
sp, ch 1) 17 times; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 6.
Round 6: Sl st in the next ttrc, sl st in the next ch-1 sp, ch 1, sc in the same sp, (ch 3, sc in
the next ch-1 sp) 17 times, ch 1; join with a hdc in the first sc to form the first ch-3 sp on
the next round.
Rounds 7-8: Repeat rounds 3-4.
Round 9: Ch 6 to count as the first trtr, (trtr in the next ch-3 sp) 11 times, insert egg into
piece wide end first, (trtr in the next ch-3 sp) 6 times; join with a sl st in the top of the
beginning ch 6.
Round 10: Ch 1, sc in the same st as joining, sc in each remaining trtr around; join with a
sl st in the first sc. Fasten off, leaving an 18" thread tail for sewing.
Finishing: Center the egg in the crocheted piece. Thread needle with the thread tail. Sew
over and under the sc in round 10 twice, then pull tightly to gather the piece closed at the
top of the egg. Knot thread securely. Weave in ends. Optional: thread needle with ribbon;
run needle under the top gathering. Tie a knot in the ribbon to form a hanging loop.
Pink egg
Ch 6, join with a sl st in the first ch to form a ring
Rounds 1-2: Work the same as rounds 1-2 of the green egg.
Rounds 3-6: Work the same as rounds 5-8 of the green egg.
Rounds 7-8: Work the same as rounds 5-6 of the green egg.
Rounds 9-10: Work the same as rounds 9-10 of the green egg.
Finishing: Finish the same as the green egg.


Art Deco Easter Eggs

Difficulty level: ** (advanced beginner)
Materials: Size 10 white crochet cotton thread, steel crochet
hook size 5 for green egg, steel crochet hook size 6 for pink
egg, or size needed to achieve gauge, tapestry needle, 10" of
1/8" ribbon for each egg, plastic Easter egg
Gauge: Round 1 (green egg) = about 1 1/8"
Gauge: Round 1 (pink egg) = about 1"
Triple Treble Crochet (trtr) - yo 4 times, insert hook in st, yo
and draw through, (yo and draw through 2 loops) 5 times.












Bunny Photo Frame Fridgie
by Priscilla Hewitt ©2000


(This is our granddaughter, Q , in 1993)
Materials:
Small amount of worsted weight “soft” yarn in white and pink
Crochet hook size F
2” lucite ring
12” of 5/8” pastel colored satin ribbon
3” x 3” piece of lightweight cardboard or plastic (from a coffee can lid, etc.)
Magnet
Hot glue
Photo
Optional: Small sheet of laminate
Place the ring on the cardboard or plastic and trace around the outside of it.
Cut out this circle and set aside. Place the ring over the photo and center
the photo in the ring opening. Trace around the outside of the ring and cut
out photo. Glue photo to cardboard or plastic circle. Laminate, if desired.
Bunny
Round 1: With white work 36 sc around the ring; join with a sl st to the first
sc. Drop white yarn, but do not fasten off. Skip next 14 sc and *attach pink
with a sl st to the next sc, ch 9, sc in the 2nd ch from hook, hdc in the next
ch, dc in each of the next 4 chs, hdc in the next ch, sc in the next ch, sl st
in same st as joining. Fasten off pink.* Skip next 6 sc on ring, then repeat
from * to *.
Round 2: Pick up white, ch 1, sc in same st as joining and in next 14 sc, *sc
in st where pink is attached, sc in the base of each of the pink foundation
chains, ch 1, working down the other side of the ear, sc in each of the next
8 pink sts, sc in the st where pink is attached*, sc in each of the next 6 sc
on the ring, repeat from * to *, sc in each of the last 13 sc on the ring; join







with a sl st to the first sc. Fasten off. Weave in ends.
Finishing
Hot glue the outer edge of the photo mounted on cardboard or plastic to the
back of the frame. Glue a 2” piece of magnet strip across the center of the
cardboard or plastic. Tie the ribbon into a bow and glue to the bottom front
of the frame as shown.








To work sc dec: Insert hook in first indicated st and pull up a loop, insert
hook in the next indicated st and pull up a loop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook.
Back of head
With color A, ch 11
Row 1: Sc in the 2nd ch from hook and in each remaining ch across, ch 1;


Bunny Towel Ring

Materials
Main color (A): white, gray, tan or other “bunny color”
worsted weight yarn
Small amount of pink for ears
Small amount of pastel color for bow
Small amount of flower colors
Small amount of black for facial features
Crochet hook size H (G if you crochet loosely)
Yarn needle
3” brass ring
Strong magnet (like a pot magnet available in hardware
stores)
OR a 1” lucite ring to hang on either fridge (or stove) or
on a hook.
Small amount of fiberfill
Kitchen towel in a pastel color for bunny’s “dress”







turn. (10 sc)
Row 2: 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, 2 sc in the last sc, ch
1; turn. (12 sc)
Rows 3-6: Sc in each sc across, ch 1 turn. (12 sc)
Row 7: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, sc dec over
the last 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (10 sts)
Row 8: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 6 sc, sc dec over
the last 2 sc. (8 sts)
Row 9: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 4 sc, sc dec over
the last 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (6 sts)
Row 10: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 2 sc, sc dec over
the last 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (4 sts)
First Ear
Row 1: 2 sc in first sc (leave remaiing sts unworked), ch 1; turn. (2 sc)
Row 2: Work 2 sc in each sc, ch 1; turn (4 sc)
Rows 3-8: Sc in each sc across, ch 1; turn. (4 sc)
Row 9: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc, ch 1; turn. (2
sts)
Row 10: Sc dec over 2 sts. Fasten off.
Second Ear
Row 1: Skip next 2 sc on the head, attach color A with a sc in the next st,
work 1 more sc in the same st, ch 1; turn. (2 sc)
Rows 2-10: Work as rows 2-10 of first ear.
Front of head
Work as for back of head, except work both ears in pink.Fasten off. Add
facial features.
Leaving the bottom foundation ch’s open, join front of head to back of head
with sc’s in color A all around head and ears. Fasten off, leaving a long tail
for sewing. Insert brass ring halfway into head; stuff head with fiberfill. If
using magnet, insert in the back of the head behind fiberfill. Whip stitch
bottom opening closed, leaving part of the brass ring exposed. with color A
work sc’s around the exposed part of the brass ring until generously
covered. This is where the towel will hang. If you’re using the lucite ring to
hang your towel ring to a hook, sew the bottom of the lucite ring to the
back of the head.
Arms
With color A, ch 36
Row 1: Sc in the 2nd ch from hook and in each of the next 14 ch’s, sl st in
each of the next 5 ch’s, sc in each of the last 15 ch’s, ch 1; turn.
Rows 2-6: Sc in each ot the first 15 sc, sl st in each of the next 5 sl st’s, sc
in each of the last 15 sc’s, ch 1; turn.
Row 7: Fold the arms in half lengthwise; join row 6 to the foundation ch by
working sc’s through both layers of each of the first 15 sts, ch 3, skip next 5
sl st’s and next 5 foundation ch’s, sc through both layers of each the last 15
sts. Fasten off. Sew each end of the arms to the opposite sides of the







bottom of the bunny’s head.
Bow
With bow color, ch 20; join with a sl st to the first ch to form ring, being
careful not to twist ch.
Round 1: Ch 1, sc in the same st as joining and in each ch around; join with
a sl st to the first sc.
Rounds 2-3: Ch 1, sc in the same st as joining and in each sc around; join
with a sl st to the first sc. Fasten off after round 3.
Flatten bow so that 10 sts are lying on the other 10 sts. Wrap bow color
tightly several around center and tie. Sew bow to bottom of bunny head.
Flower
With flower center color, ch 4; join with a sl st to form ring.
Round 1: Ch 1, work 6 sc in the ring; join with a sl st to the first sc. Fasten
off.
Round 2: Join flower petal color with a sl st in any sc, ch 3, sl st in the
same sc, (sl st, ch 3, sl st) in each remaining sc around; join with a sl st to
the first sl st. Fasten off.
Leaves
With green, ch 4; join with a sl st to form ring
Round 1: Ch 1, sc in the ring, (ch 4, sl st in the 2nd ch from hook, sc in
each of the next 2 ch’s, sc in the ring) 3 times; join with a sl st to the first
sc. Fasten off.
Sew leaves to the bottom of the flower. Sew flower to the ch 2 on the arms.
Insert towel in ring, with the arms in front.








Easter Egg Dress-Ups

These egg cups are self-standing and can support an egg without
reinforcement.


Materials
Small amount of sport weight yarn
Crochet hook size D, or size needed for gauge
Gauge: Rounds 1-2 = 1 3/4”
Basic Egg Cup (shown in aqua)
Ch 4; join with a sl st to form ring
Round 1: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 11 more dc in the ring; jin with
a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 3. (12 dc)
Round 2: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the same st; work 2 dc in each
remaining dc around; join with a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 3. (24
dc) Check gauge.
Round 3: Ch 1, sl st around the post of the first dc (inserting hook from
back to front to back around post), ch 3 to count as the first bpdc, bpdc
around the post of each remaining dc around; join with a sl st to the top of
the beginning ch 3. (24 bpdc)
Rounds 4-6: Ch 1, sl st around the post of the first st (inserting hook from
front to back to front around post), ch 3 to count as the first fpdc, fpdc
around the post of each remaining st around; join with a sl st to the top of
the beginning ch 3. (24 fpdc)
Round 7: Ch 1, insert hook in same st AND through both loops of the top of
the first fpdc on row 5 (behind round 6), complete sc; (ch 1, insert hook in
next st AND through both loops of the top of the next fpdc on row 5,
complete sc) in each remaining st around; join with a sl st to the first sc.
Fasten off. Weave in ends.
Bottom rim: Holding basket upside down, join yarn with a sl st through both
loops of the top of any dc on round 2 (these are the loops that were left
unworked when you worked the bpdc’s for round 3), ch 1, (sl st in the next
dc, ch 1) around; join with a sl st to the first sl st. Fasten off. Weave in
ends.







Basket Variation (shown in pink)
Work as for egg cup through round 7. Do not fasten off at the end of round
7.
Basket handle: Ch 20, skip next 10 sc on round 7, sl st in each of the next 2
sc; turn; skip first 2 sl st’s, sc in each of the next 20 ch’s, sl st in the last sc
on round 7.
Basket brim: Continuing around top of basket (working from the wrong
side), ch 2 to count as the first hdc, hdc in each sc and in each ch 1 sp
around the top of the basket, skipping the stitches where the handle is
attached; join with a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 2. (42 hdc)
Next round: Ch 1, (sl st in the next hdc, ch 1) around; join with a sl st to
the first sl st. Fasten off. Weave in ends.
Bunny Egg Cozy (shown in white with blue egg cup)
Ch 4; join with a sl st to form ring
Round 1: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 9 more dc in the ring; join with
a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 3. (10 dc)
Round 2: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the same st; work 2 dc in each
dc around; join with a sl st to the top of he beginning ch 3. (20 dc)
Round 3: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, 2 dc in the next dc, (dc in the next
dc, 2 dc in the next dc) 9 times; join with a s st to the top of the beginning
ch 3. (30 dc)
Rounds 4-5: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in each remaining dc around;
join with a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 3. (30 dc)
Round 6: Ch 1, sc in the same st and in each dc around. (30 sc) Fasten off.
Weave in ends.
Ears
Join yarn with a sl st around the post of any dc on round 1, *ch 10, sc in
the 2nd ch from hook, hdc in the next ch, dc in each of the next 6 ch’s, hdc
in the next ch, sl st around the same dc post on round 1. Fasten off.* Skip
next 4 dc on round 1; attach yarn with a sl st around the post of the next
dc. Repeat from * to * for the second ear. Weave in ends.
Add face to the bunny cozy. Decorate as desired.








Egg Coaster

Place a bunch of these coasters in a small basket and add a bow for a cute gift. Use a


natural flecked color yarn or off-white yarn for an everyday country kitchen look.
Difficulty level: *(beginner)
Materials: About 2 ounces variegated worsted weight cotton yarn (Peaches & Cream
Shades of Spring was used in the sample) makes 4-6 coasters, crochet hook size G (4.00
mm) or size needed to achieve gauge
Gauge: 4 sc rows = 1"; 4 sc = 1"
Finished size: About 3½" x 4½"
To work a sc dec: Insert hook in first indicated st and pull up a loop, insert hook in next st
and pull up a loop; yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook.
Ch 5
Row 1: Work 2 sc in the 2nd ch from hook, sc in each of the next 2 ch's, 2 sc in the last
ch; ch 1, turn. (6 sc)
Row 2: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 4 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(8 sc)
Row 3: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 6 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(10 sc)
Row 4: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (10 sc)
Row 5: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(12 sc)
Rows 6-10: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (12 sc)
Row 11: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (10 sts)
Rows 12-13: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (10 sc)
Row 14: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 6 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (8 sts)
Row 15: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 4 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (6 sts)







Row 16: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 2 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (4 sts)
Row 17: Sc dec over the first 2 sts, sc dec over the last 2 sts. (2 sts) Do not fasten off.
Edging: Sc around the entire perimeter of the coaster; join with a sl st in the first sc.
Fasten off. Weave in ends.








Pineapple Easter Egg

Difficulty level: ***(average)
Materials: Size 10 crochet cotton, crochet hook size 8 (1.5 mm), 1½" x 2¼" plastic Easter
egg
Gauge: Rounds 1-3 = 1¾"
Ch 6; join with a sl st in the first ch to form a ring
Round 1: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the ring, (ch 3, 2 dc in the ring) 5 times, ch 1;
join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 2: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, (dc, ch 4, dc, ch 2) in
the next ch-3 sp, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, (dc, ch 4, dc, ch 2) in the
next ch-3 sp* Repeat from *to* once, 2 dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the
top of the beginning ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 3: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, 8 trc in the next ch-4
sp, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, (8 trc, ch 2) in the next ch-4 sp)*
Repeat from *to* once, 2 dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the
beginning ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 4: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, dc in the next trc, (ch
1, dc in the next trc) 7 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, dc in the
next trc, (ch 1, dc in the next trc) 7 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2 dc in the first
ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of
the next round.
Round 5: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-1 sp,
(ch 3, sc in the next ch-1 sp) 6 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc
in the next ch-1 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-1 sp) 6 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2
dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the
first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 6: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
(ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 5 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc







in the next ch-3 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 5 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2
dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the
first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 7: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
(ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 4 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc
in the next ch-3 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 4 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2
dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the
first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 8: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
(ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 3 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc
in the next ch-3 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 3 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2
dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the
first ch-3 sp of the next round. Insert Easter egg, wide side first, into the crocheted piece.
Pattern note: Make sure to pull the stitches of the remaining rounds tightly closed as you
work around the egg.
Round 9: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
(ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 2 times, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc
in the next ch-3 sp, (ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp) 2 times, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2
dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the
first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 10: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp, ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc in the
next ch-3 sp, ch 3, sc in the next ch-3 sp, ch 2* Repeat from *to* once, 2 dc in the first
ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of
the next round.
Round 11: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 2, sc in the next ch-3 sp,
ch 2, *(2 dc, ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2) in the next ch-3 sp, sc in the next ch-3 sp, ch 2* Repeat
from *to* once, 2 dc in the first ch-3 sp, ch 1; join with a hdc in the top of the beginning
ch 3 to form the first ch-3 sp of the next round.
Round 12: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-3 sp, (3 dc in the next ch-3 sp) 2
times, dc in the first ch-3 sp; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 3. Fasten off.
Weave in ends.








Striped Easter Egg Cover

Difficulty level: **(advanced beginner)
Materials: Size 10 crochet cotton, crochet hook size 8 (1.5 mm), 1½" x 2¼" plastic Easter
egg, needle
Gauge: Rounds 1-3 = 1¾"
Ch 5; join with a sl st in the first ch to form a ring
Round 1: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 11 more dc in the ring; join with a sl st in the
top of the beginning ch 3. (12 dc)
Round 2: Ch 6 to count as the first trc and the first ch 2, (trc in the next dc, ch 2) 11
times; join with a sl st in the 4th ch of the beginning ch 5. (12 trc & 12 ch-2 sps)
Round 3: Sl st in the first ch-2 sp, ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 4 more dc in the
same sp, work 5 dc in each of the remaining 11 ch-2 sps; join with a sl st in the top of the
beginning ch 3. (60 dc)
Round 4: Ch 5 to count as the first trc and the first ch 1, skip next dc, (trc in the next dc,
ch 1, skip next dc) 29 times; join with a sl st in the 4th ch of the beginning ch 5. (30 trc &
30 ch-1 sps
Round 5: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the first ch-1 sp, (dc in the next trc, dc in the
next ch-1 sp) 29 times; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 3. (60 dc)
Round 6: Ch 6 to count as the first trc and the first ch 2, skip next 2 dc, (trc in the next dc,
ch 2, skip next 2 dc) 19 times; join with a sl st in the 4th ch of the beginning ch 6. (20 trc
& 20 ch-2 sps)
Round 7: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, 2 dc in the next ch-2 sp, (dc in the next trc, 2 dc in
the next ch-2 sp) 19 times; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 3. (60 dc)
Round 8: Repeat round 4. (30 trc & 30 ch-1 sps)
Round 9: Sl st in the first ch-1 sp, ch 3 to count as the first dc, dc in the same sp, dc in the
next ch-1 sp, (2 dc in the next ch-1 sp, dc in the next ch-1 sp) 14 times; join with a sl st in
the top of the beginning ch 3. (45 dc) Insert egg into the crocheted piece, larger end first.
Round 10: Ch 4 to count as the first trc, trc in the next dc, (skip next dc, tr in the next dc)
21 times, trc in the next dc; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 4. (24 trc)







Round 11" Ch 3 to count as the first dc, skip next dc, (dc in the next dc, skip next dc) 11
times; join with a sl st in the top of the beginning ch 3. (12 dc) Fasten off, leaving a 10"
thread tail for sewinf. Thread needle with thread tail; sew round 11 closed.

Make a bunch of these eggs to toss in an Easter basket for a beanbag game, or hide


stuffed eggs for an egg hunt!
Difficulty level: *(beginner)
Materials: Scraps of worsted weight yarn (cotton or acrylic), crochet hook size E (3.50
mm), fiberfill or beanbag pellets, yarn needle
Pattern note: Work tightly for best results.
To work a sc dec: Insert hook in first indicated st and pull up a loop, insert hook in next st
and pull up a loop; yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook.
Ch 4; join with a sl st in the first ch to form a ring
Round 1: Work 6 sc in the ring; do not join…instead use a stitch marker to mark the first
st of each round. (6 sc)
Round 2: Work 2 sc in each sc around. (12 sc)
Round 3: (Sc in the next sc, 2 sc in the next sc) 6 times. (18 sc)
Round 4: (Sc in each of the next 2 sc, 2 sc in the next sc) 6 times. (24 sc)
Round 5: (Sc in each of the next 5 sc, 2 sc in the next sc) 4 times. (28 sc)
Round 6: (Sc in each of the next 6 sc, 2 sc in the next sc) 4 times. (32 sc)
Rounds 7-10: Sc in each sc around. (32 sc)
Round 11: (Sc in each of the next 6 sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (28 sts)
Round 12: (Sc in each of the next 5 sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (24 sts)
Round 13: (Sc in each of the next 4 sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (20 sts)
Round 14: (Sc in each of the next 3 sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (16 sts)
Round 15: (Sc in each of the next 2 sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (12 sts) Stuff
egg with beans or fiberfill.
Round 16: (Sc in the next sc, sc dec over the next 2 sc) 4 times. (8 sts. Fasten off, leaving
a 6" yarn tail for sewing.
Finishing: Thread needle with yarn tail. Sew round 16 closed. Weave in ends.








Swirled Easter Egg Potholder

Materials: About 2 ounces variegated worsted weight cotton yarn (Peaches & Cream
Shades of Sprung was used in the sample), crochet hook size H (5.00 mm) or size needed
to achieve gauge, 1" plastic "bone: ring
Gauge: 4 sc rows = 1"; 5 sc = 1½"
Finished size: About 5½" x 7"
To work a sc dec: Insert hook in first indicated st and pull up a loop, insert hook in next st
and pull up a loop; yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook.
Potholder (make 2 of these pieces)
Ch 9
Row 1: Work 2 sc in the 2nd ch from hook, sc in each of the next 6 ch's, 2 sc in the last
ch; ch 1, turn. (10 sc)
Row 2: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(12 sc)
Row 3: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 10 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(14 sc)
Row 4: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (14 sc)
Row 5: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 12 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(16 sc)
Row 6: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (16 sc)
Row 7: Work 2 sc in the first sc, sc in each of the next 14 sc, 2 sc in the last sc; ch 1, turn.
(18 sc)
Rows 8-17: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (18 sc)
Row 18: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 14 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc;
ch 1, turn. (16 sts)
Row 19: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (16 sc)
Row 20: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 12 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc;
ch 1, turn. (14 sts)







Row 21: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (14 sc)
Row 22: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 10 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc;
ch 1, turn. (12 sts)
Row 23: Sc in each sc across; ch 1, turn. (12 sc)
Row 24: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 8 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (10 sts)
Row 25: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 6 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (8 sts)
Row 26: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 4 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (6 sts)
Row 27: Sc dec over the first 2 sc, sc in each of the next 2 sc, sc dec over the last 2 sc; ch
1, turn. (4 sts) Fasten off.
Finishing: Lay one of the potholder pieces over the other; sc together around the entire
perimeter of the potholder. Sew the "bone" ring to the center top of the potholder to hand.
Weave in all ends.

Materials
White size 10 crochet cotton thread
Crochet hok size 6
Pastel plastic Easter egg
1/4” satin ribbon to match egg color
4-6 ribbon roses
Yarn needle
Hot glue
Long, thin nail
Candle
Preparation
Open egg. Hold tip of nail over candle flame to heat. Poke a hole through
the narrow end of the egg with the hot nail. Insert a loop of ribbon through
the hole to hang. Knot both ends of the ribbon inside the egg to secure.
Close egg.
Crocheted Egg Cover
Ch 4; join with a sl st to form ring.
Round 1: Ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 11 more dc in the ring; join
with a sl st to the top of the beginning ch 3. (12 dc)
Round 2: Ch 1, sc in the same st as joining, (ch 3, sc in the next dc) 11







times, ch 1, join with a hdc to the first sc to form the last loop. (12 ch-3
loops)
Round 3: Ch 1, sc in the same loop, (ch 4, sc in the next ch 3 loop) 11
times, ch 2, join with a hdc to the first sc for the last loop. (12 ch-4 loops)
Round 4: Ch 1, sc in the same loop, (ch 5, sc in the next ch 4 loop) 11
times, ch 2, join with a dc to the first sc for the last loop. (12 ch-5 loops)
Rounds 5-13: Ch 1, sc in the same loop, (ch 5, sc in the next ch 5 loop) 11
times, ch 2, join with a dc to the first sc for the last loop. (12 ch-5 loops)
Round 14: (Ruffle) Ch 7, sc in the 3rd ch from hook for picot, (trc, ch 3, sc
in the 3rd ch from hook for picot) 2 more times in same loop, (trc, ch 3, sc
in the 3rd ch from hook for picot) 5 times in each of the next 11 ch-5 loops,
(trc, ch 3, sc in the 3rd ch from hook for picot) 2 times in the beginning
ch-5 loop; join with a sl st to the 4 ch of the beginning ch 7. Fasten off.
Weave in ends.
Finishing
Insert egg into the crocheted egg cover. Thread yarn needle with ribbon;
weave in and out of the ch 5 loops on round 12. Pull ribbon tight to close
ruffle around the top of the egg and hanging loop. Knot ribbon and tie into a
bow. Trim ribbon ends. Arrange and hot glue ribbon roses around hanging
loop.
