Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across; ch 1, turn. (100
sc)

Row 2: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (100 sc)

Row 3: (Cables) Scin thefirst sc, * ch 3, skip next sc, scin the next sc,
turn, scin each of the3 ch’s; turn scin the skipped sc behind the cable*
Repeat from * to * 48times, scin thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (49 cables)

Rows 4-5: Repeat row 2.

Row 6: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in the same st asthe last st and pull
up aloop, insert hook in the next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through
all 3remaining loopson hook) across; ch 1, turn.

Row 7: Repeat row 2

Row 8: Repeat row 6

Rows 9-10: Repeat row 2

Row 11: Repeat row 3

Row 12: Repeat row 2

Row 13: 2 scin thefirst sc, scin each of the next 98 sc, 2 scin thelast sc,
ch 2, turn. (102 sc)

Row 14: Fpdc around the post of the 2nd sc; fpdc around the post of each
remaining sc across; ch 1, turn. (101 fpdc) [To work fpdc - yo, insert hook
around the post of the stitch below from front to back to front and pull up a





loop; (yo and pull through 2 loops on hook) twice]

Row 15: Scin thefirst dc, (ch 5, skip next 3 dc, scin the next dc) 24 times,
ch 5, skip next 3dc, scin thetop of theturning ch 3; ch 1, turn. (25¢ch 5
loops)

Row 16: Working in front of the chain loops of row 15, scin thefirst sc, (dc
in each of the next 3 unworked dc on row 14, scin the next sc on row 15)
25times, ch 1, turn.

Row 17: Scin thefirst sc, ch 3, skip next dc, scin the next dc by inserting
hook under the next ch 5loop and into the next dc, (ch 5, skip next 3 sts,
scin thenext dc by inserting hook under the next ch 5loop and into the
next dc) 24 times, ch 3, skip next dc, scin thelast sc; ch 1, turn.

Row 18: Workingin front of the chain loops of the last row, scin thefirst
sc, dcin the next unworked st on row 16, scin the next scon row 17, (dc

in each of the next 3 unworked stson row 16, scin the next sc on row 17)
24 times, dc in the next unworked st on row 16, scin thelast sc; ch 1,

turn.

Row 19: Scin thefirst sc by inserting hook under thefirst ch 3 loop and
into thefirst sc, then complete sc, (ch 5, skip next 3 sts, scin the next dc

by inserting hook under the next ch 5loop and into the next dc) 24 times,
ch 5, scin thelast sc by inserting the hook under thelast ch 31oop and into
thelast sc, then complete sc; ch 1, turn.

Row 20: Workingin front of the chain loopsof row 19, scin thefirst sc, (dc
in each of the next 3 unworked stson row 18, scin the next sc on row 19)
25times, ch 1, turn.

Rows 21-36 : (Repeat rows 17-20) 4 times.

Row 37: Repeat row 17.

Row 38: Repeat row 18; ch 2, turn.

Row 39: Yo, insert hook under ch 3 1oop and into thefirst sc then complete
asanormal dc; (dcin each of the next 3 sts, yo, insert hook under next ch
51oop and into next dc then complete as normal dc) 24 times, dc in each of
the next 3 sts, yo, insert hook under ch 3 1oop and into the last sc then
completeasa normal dc; ch 1, turn.

Row 40: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (101 sc)

Row 41: Bpsc around the post of the second sc, and around the post of each
remaining sc across; ch 1, turn. (100 bpsc)

Rows 42-44: Repeat rows 2-4; ch 6 at theend of row 44.

Note: Row 45 isactually 100 rows of horizonal ribbing worked on 5 stitches
and attached with sc’'sto row 44.

Row 45: Scin the second ch from hook and in each of thenext 4 ch’s; scin
thefirst sc on row 44, scin the next sc on row 44; turn, skip 2 sc, scin the
back loop only of the next 5 sc, *ch 1, turn; scin the back loop only of the
next 5 sc, sc through both loops of each of the next 2 sc‘son row 44; turn,
skip 2 sc, scin the back loop only of the next 5 sc.* Repeat from * to * 48
times; ch 1, do not turn (wrong side should be facing you.) (100 rows of
ribbing)





Row 46: Scin the side of each row of ribbing; ch 1, turn.

Rows 47-48: Repeat rows 3-4.

Row 49: Scin each sc across; ch 1, turn. (100 sc)

Row 50: Fpsc around the post of the 2nd sc, fpsc around the post of each
remaining sc across; ch 1, turn. (99 fpsc)

Row 51: Scin each st across; ch 1, turn. (99 sc)

Row 52: Scin thefirst sc, trcin the next sc, (scin each of thenext 3 sc, trc
in the next sc) 24 times, scin thelast sc; ch 1, turn. (99 sts)

Row 53: Repeat row 51

Row 54: Scin each of thefirst 3 sc, trcin the next sc, (scin each of the
next 3 sc, trcin the next sc) 23 times, sc in each of thelast 3 sc; ch 1,

turn. (99 sts)

Rows 55-66: (Repeat rows 51-54) 3 times (Pattern note: Row 60 isthe
center of theafghan.)

Rows 67-68: Repeat rows 51-52

Row 69: 2 scin thefirst st, scin each of thenext 97 sts, 2 scin thelast st;
ch 1, turn. (101 sc)

Rows 70-78: Repeat rows 40-48

Rows 79-107: Repeat rows 13-41

Rows 108-118: Repeat rows 2-12

Row 119: Scin each sc across (100 sc); do not fasten off.

Use either of these edgings...your choice!

Edging #1 - Stout Fringe (crocheted)

Row 1: Do not turn; sc evenly across the sides of rows 119-1 at one end of
the afghan; turn.

Row 2: Ch 13 (or thelength you'd likefor your fringe), d st in the 2nd ch
from hook and in each remaining ch, scin thefirst scon row 1, *ch 13, §l st
in the 2nd ch from hook and in each ch across, scin the next sc on row 1*.
Repeat from * to * across. Fasten off.

Other end: With right side of the afghan facing you, attach yarn with ascin
theside of row 1 of the body of the afghan; sc evenly across the sides of
rows 2-119, then repeat row 2 of edging. Fasten off.

Optional: For additional stability, with the right side of the afghan facing
you, you can gl st in each st of row 119; fasten off. Repeat in the free loops
of the foundation ch on row 1. Fasten off. Weavein ends.

Edging #2 - Ribbing

Row 1: Do not turn; sc evenly across the sides of rows 119-1 at one end of
the afghan; ch 9 (or thelength you’d likefor edging), turn.

Row 2: Scin the second ch from hook and in each of thenext 7 ch’s; scin
thefirst scon row 1, scin thenext scon row 1; turn, skip 2 sc, scin the
back loop only of the next 8 sc, *ch 1, turn; scin the back loop only of the
next 8 sc, sc through both loops of each of the next 2 sc‘son row 1; turn,
skip 2 sc, scin the back loop only of the next 8 sc.* Repeat from * to *
across. Fasten off.

Other end: With right side of the afghan facing you, attach yarn with ascin





theside of row 1 of the body of the afghan; sc evenly across the sides of
rows 2-119, then repeat row 2 of edging. Fasten off.

Optional: For additional stability, with the wrong side of the afghan facing
you, you can g st loosely around the outside of the entire afghan.

Pattern note: L ap-ghan ismade of 40 (5 rows of 8) join-as-you-go motifs. . Finished
size can be adjusted by using moreor fewer motifs.

Ch 4; join with ad stinthefirst chtoformaring

Round 1: Ch 5to count asthefirst dc and thefirst ch-2, (2dcin thering, ch 2) 3
times, dcin thering; join with a d st to thetop of the beginning ch 3.

Round 2: Sl st into thefirst ch-2 sp, ch 3to count asthefirst dc, work 6 moredcin
thesame sp, ch 1, (7 dcin the next ch-2 sp, ch 1) 3 times; join with ad st to thetop
of the beginning ch 3.

Round 3: Sl st in ea of the next 3 dc, ch 3to count asthefirst dc, work 6 moredcin
thesame st, ch 1, skip next 2 dc, dcin thenext dc, ch 1, dcin the next dc, ch 1, skip
next 2 dc, (7 dcin thenext dc, ch 1, skip next 2 dc, dcin the next dc, ch 1, dcin the
next dc, ch 1, skip next 2 dc) 2times, 7 dcin thenext dc, ch 1, skip next 2 dc, dcin
thenext dc, ch 1, dcin thejoining d st, ch 1; join with ad st to thetop of the
beginning ch 3.

Round 4: Ch 4 to count asthefirst dc and thefirst ch-1, (dcin thenext dc,ch 1) 3
times, dcin thesamedc, ch 1, (dcin the next dc, ch 1) 3 times, skip next ch-1 sp and
next dc, scin thenext ch-1 sp, ch 1, skip next dc and next ch-1 sp, *(dc in the next
dc, ch 1) 4times, dcin thesamedc, ch 1, (dcin the next dc, ch 1) 3 times, skip next
ch-1 sp and next dc, scin the next ch-1 sp, ch 1, skip next dc and next ch-1 sp*
Repeat from * to* 2 times; join with a dl st to the 3rd ch of the beginning ch 4.
Round 5: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, (dcin thenext ch-1 sp, dcin thenext dc) 3
times, 3dcin the next ch-1 sp, dcin the next dc, (dcin thenext ch-1 sp, dcin the
next dc) 3times, ch 1, *dcin thenext dc, (dcin the next ch-1 sp, dcin the next dc) 3
times, 3dcin the next ch-1 sp, dcin the next dc, (dcin thenext ch-1 sp, dcin the





next dc) 3times, ch 1* Repeat from * to* 2 times; join with a gl st to thetop of the
beginning ch 3.

Round 6 (first motif): Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the
next dc) 8 times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp, *scin thenext dc, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin
the next dc) 8times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp* Repeat from * to* 2times; join with a
g st to thefirst sc. (36 ch-3 loops) Fasten off.

Round 6 (second motif): Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin
the next dc) 4 times, ch 2, drop t, insert hook from thetop into the 31st ch-3 loop on
thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first motif, ch 1, skip next dc
on the 2nd motif, scin the next dc on the 2nd motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from
thetop into the next ch-3 loop on thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop
of first motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 2nd motif, sc in the next dc on the 2nd motif)
3times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top into the next ch-3 loop on thefirst
motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first motif, ch 1, skip next ch-1 on the
2nd motif, scin the next dc on the 2nd motif, (ch 2, drop <, insert hook from thetop
into the next ch-3 loop on thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first
motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 2nd motif, scin the next dc on the 2nd motif) 4 times,
(ch 3, skip next dc, scin the next dc) 4 times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp, *scin the next
dc, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the next dc) 8 times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp* Repeat
from* to* once; join with ad st tothefirst sc. Fasten off.

Round 6 (motifs 3-8): In the same manner round 6 (second motif) was attached to
first motif, attach motif 3 to motif 2, then motif 4 to motif 3, then motif 5 to motif 4,
then motif 6 to motif 5, then motif 7 to motif 6, then motif 8 to motif 7.

Round 6 (motif 9): Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the
next dc) 8 times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp, scin thenext dc, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin
the next dc) 4 times, ch 2, drop s, insert hook from thetop into the 4th ch-3 loop on
thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first motif, ch 1, skip next dc
on the 9th motif, scin the next dc on the 9th motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from
thetop into the next ch-3 loop on thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop
of first motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the Sth motif, scin the next dc on the 9th motif) 3
times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top into the next ch-3 1oop on thefirst
motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first motif, ch 1, skip next ch-1 on the
9th motif, scin the next dc on the 9th motif, (ch 2, drop <, insert hook from thetop
into the next ch-3 loop on thefirst motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of first
motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 9th motif, scin the next dc on the 9th motif) 4 times,
(ch 3, skip next dc on the 9th motif, scin the next dc on the 9th motif) 4 times, ch 3,
skip next ch-1 sp, scin the next dc, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the next dc) 8 times, ch
3; join with ad st tothefirst sc. Fasten off.

Round 6 (motif 10): Ch 1, scin the same st asjoining, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the
next dc) 4 times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from thetop into the 31st ch-3 loop on the
9th motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of 9th motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the
10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the
top into the next ch-3 loop on the 9th motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of
9th motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif) 3
times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top into the next ch-3 loop on the 9th motif,





pick up st and pull up through loop of 9th motif, ch 1, skip next ch-1 on the 10th
motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top
into the next ch-3 loop on the 9th motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of 9th
motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif) 4
times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top into the 4th ch-3 loop on the 2nd motif,
pick up st and pull up through loop of 2nd motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 10th
motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top
into the next ch-3 loop on the 2nd motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of 2nd
motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif) 3
times, ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the top into the next ch-3 loop on the 2nd
motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of 2nd motif, ch 1, skip next ch-1 on the
10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif, (ch 2, drop st, insert hook from the
top into the next ch-3 loop on the 2nd motif, pick up st and pull up through loop of
2nd motif, ch 1, skip next dc on the 10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif) 4
times, (ch 3, skip next dc on the 10th motif, scin the next dc on the 10th motif) 4
times, ch 3, skip next ch-1 sp, scin the next dc, (ch 3, skip next dc, scin the next dc)
8 times, ch 3; join with a dl st tothefirst sc. Fasten off.

Round 6 (motifs 11-16): In the same manner round 6 (motif 10) was attached to the
ninth and second motifs, attach motif 11 to motifs 10 and 3, then motif 12 to motifs
11 and 4, then motif 13 to motifs 12 and 5, then motif 14 to motifs 13 and 6, then
motif 15 to motifs 14 and 7, then motif 16 to motifs 15 and 8.

Round 6 (motifs 17-24): Attach asrow 6 (motifs 9-16) to motifs 9-16.

Round 6 (motifs 25-32): Attach asrow 6 (motifs 9-16) to motifs 17-24.

Round 6 (motifs 33-40): Attach asrow 6 (motifs 9-16) to motifs 25-32.

Optional Filler

The spacewhere 4 squares arejoined leaves a pretty big hole. You can fill thishole
if you like by joining theyarn with a scin any of the ch-3 spacesin these areas, and
then working a sc in each of the remaining 7 ch-3 spaces; join with ad st to thefirst
sc. Fasten off. Repeat each place 4 squaresarejoined.

Edging

Join yarn with ascin thefirst unworked ch-31oop on thefirst motif (the loop after
theloopsthat attach motif 1 to motif 9), ch 2, hdc in the side of the post of the sc, (sc
in the next ch-3 loop, ch 2, hdc in the side of the post of the sc) 17 times, sc in each of
the next 2 ch-3 loopsthat join the motifs, *(sc in the next ch-3 loop, ch 2, hdcin the
side of the post of the sc) 9 times, sc in each of the next 2 ch-3 loopsthat join the
motifs*, repeat from * to * 2 times, (scin the next ch-31oop, ch 2, hdcin the side of
the post of the sc) 18 times, scin each of the next 2 ch-3 loops that join the motifs,
repeat from * to * 6 times, (scin the next ch-31oop, ch 2, hdcin the side of the post
of the sc) 18 times, sc in each of the next 2 ch-3 loopsthat join the motifs, repeat
from* to* 6 times, (scin the next ch-3loop, ch 2, hdcin the side of the post of the
sc) 18 times, sc in each of the next 2 ch-3 loopsthat join the motifs, repeat from * to
* 3times; join with a gl st tothefirst sc. Fasten off. Weavein ends.

Alternate yarn: Two strands of worsted weight held together

Boye crochet hook size N

Gauge: Rounds 1-3 = about 6”

Finished size: About 66" diameter

Ch 6; join with ad st to form ring

Round 1: Ch 4 to count as thefirst trc, work 17 more trc in thering; join
with adl st to the top of the beginning ch 4; ch 1, turn. (18 trc)

Round 2: Sc in the same st asjoining, trd in the same st (sc in the next trc,
trc in the same st) around, join with adl st to the first sc; ch 1, turn. (36
sts)

Round 3: Sc in the same st asjoining, (ch 3, skip next trc, scin the next
sc) around, ch 3, join with adl st to the first sc. (18 ch-3 spaces)

Round 4: Sl st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 2
more dc in the same sp, (3 dc in the next ch 3 sp) around; join with adl st
to the top of the beginning ch 3; ch 1, turn. (54 dc)





Round 5: Sc in the same st asjoining, trc in the next dc, (sc in the next dc,
trc in the next dc) around, join with adl st to thefirst sc; ch 1, turn. (54
sts)

Round 6: Repeat round 3. (27 ch-3 spaces)

Round 7: Sl st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 3 to count as the first dc, work 2
more dc in the same sp, (3 dc in the next ch 3 sp) around; join with adl st
to the top of the beginning ch 3. (81 dc)

Round 8: Ch 3 to count as thefirst dc, dc in the same sp asjoining, dc in
each remaining dc around, join with adl st to the top of the beginning ch 3;
ch 1, turn. (82 dc)

Round 9: Repeat round 5. (82 sts)

Round 10: Repeat round 3. (41 ch-3 spaces)

Round 11: Repeat round 7. (123 dc)

Round 12: Repeat round 8. (124 dc)

Round 13: Ch 3 to count as thefirst dc, dc in each remaining dc around, ch
1, turn. (124 dc)

Round 14: Repeat round 5. (124 sts)

Round 15: Repeat round 3. (62 ch-3 spaces)

Round 16: Repeat round 4. (186 dc)

Rounds 17-19: Repeat round 13. (186 dc)

Round 20: Repeat round 5. (186 sts)

Round 21: Repeat round 3. (93 ch-3 spaces)

Round 22: Repeat round 7. (279 dc)

Round 23: Repeat round 8. (280 dc)

Rounds 24-26: Repeat round 13. (280 dc)

Round 27: Repeat round 5. (280 sts)

Round 28: Repeat round 3. (140 ch-3 spaces)

Round 29: Repeat round 7. (420 dc)

Rounds 30-34: Repeat round 13. (420 dc)

Round 35: Repeat round 5. (420 sts)

Round 36: Repeat round 3. (210 ch-3 spaces)

Edging





Round 37: Sl st into the first ch 3 sp, ch 4 to count asthefirst trc, work 4
more trc in the same space, sc in the next ch 3 sp, (5 trc shell in the next

ch 3 sp, scin the next ch 3 sp) around, join with adl st to the top of the
beginning ch 4; ch 1, turn. (105 shells)

Pattern note: To work decrease (dec) over 3 stitches - insert hook in the
next dc and pull up aloop, insert hook in next sc and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next dc and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 4 remaining
loops on hook.

Round 38: Insert hook in same st asjoining and pull up aloop, insert hook
in next sc and pull up aloop, insert hook in next trc and pull up aloop, yo
and pull through all 4 remaining loops on hook, (sc, trc) in the next trc, (sc,
trc, sc) in the next trc, (trc, sc) in the next trc, * dec over the next 3 sts, (sc,
trc) in the next trc, (sc, trc, sc) in the next trc, (trc, sc) in the next dc*
Repeat from * to * around; join with adl st to the first st. Fasten off. Weave
in ends.






Stadium Blanket

Materials
Two colors of wor sted weight yarn (I used Red Heart)
Color A =24-32 ounces, depending on panel edging
Color B =24 ounces
Crochet hook sizeK
1 1/4” button (same color ascolor A)
Yarn needle
Gauge: 5 pattern stitches=21/4"; 4rows=1 1/2
Finished size: About 55" x 55" (including edging)
Pattern note: Thisstadium blanket is crocheted in three panels. The unedged
center panel measures about 18" x 50", and each of the two unedged side
panels measure about 15 3/4” x 50”. | did the blanket in a striped pattern
for easier placement of the handles, but you can usethis stitch and make a
solid blanket, or you can substitute your favorite stitch, aslong as each
panel isapproximately the correct size. Or you can adjust the size of the panelsif
you'd prefer a different size blanket.

Center pand
With color B, ch 41
Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (insert hook in same ch and pull up a





loop, insert hook in next ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook) 39 times; ch 1, turn. (40 sts)

Row 2: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 39 times; ch 1, turn. (40 sts)

Row 3: Repeat row 2.

Row 4: Repeat row 2, changing to color A in thelast st asfollows: insert
hook in the next to last st and pull up aloop, insert hook in thelast st and
pull up aloop, pick up color A and pull through all three remaining loops on
hook. Fasten off color B. Tieend of color B to color A. (These endsand knots
will be hidden with the edging.

Rows 5-7: Repeat row 2.

Row 8: Repeat row 4, changingto color B at the end of therow.

Rows 9-11: Repeat row 2.

Row 12: Repeat row 4

Rows 13-132: (Repeat rows 5-12) 15 times. Do not change colors at theend
of row 132. Instead, complete last st with color B. Fasten off.

Side Panels (make 2)

With color B, ch 36

Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (insert hook in same ch and pull up a
loop, insert hook in next ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook) 34 times; ch 1, turn. (35 sts)

Row 2: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 34 times; ch 1, turn. (35 sts)

Row 3: Repeat row 2.

Row 4: Repeat row 2, changing to color A in thelast st asfollows: insert
hook in the next to last st and pull up aloop, insert hook in thelast st and
pull up aloop, pick up color A and pull through all three remaining loops on
hook. Fasten off color B. Tieend of color B to color A. (These endsand knots
will be hidden with the edging.

Rows 5-7: Repeat row 2.

Row 8: Repeat row 4, changing to color B at theend of therow.

Rows 9-11: Repeat row 2.

Row 12: Repeat row 4

Rows 13-132: (Repeat rows 5-12) 15 times. Do not change colors at theend
of row 132. Instead, completelast st with color B. Fasten off.

Edging

You can sc evenly all around the outside of each panel with color A for the
edging, if you desire. | prefer thefollowing blanket binding edging It’sa
little time-consuming, but it looks neater when edging with a contrasting
color, and will envelope all the knots and ends on the sides of the panels.
Blanket Binding Edging (use color A)





Back side

Round 1: With thewrong side of the pandl facing you, d st all around the
outside of the panel, working one d st in each st on theendsand in the side
of each row along the sides. (These d st’swill lay flat on the back of the
panel.) Join with ad st to thetop loop of thefirst dl st.

Round 2: Ch 1, hdcin thetop loop of each d st around, working 3 hdc’'sin
each corner; join with ad st tothefirst sc. Fasten off.

Front side

Round 1: With theright side of the panel facing you, g st all around the
outside of the panel, working one d st in each st on theendsand in the side
of each row along the sides. (These d st’swill lay flat on the back of the
panel.) Join with ad st to thetop loop of thefirst dl st.

Round 2: Ch 2, hdcin thetop loop of each d st around, working 3 hdc’'sin
each corner; join with ad st tothefirst hdc.

Round 3: Matching the hdc’'s from the back side with the hdc’sfrom the
front side, sc both sides of hdc'stogether all around the outside of the pandl.
Fasten off.

Repeat edging for all 3 panels.

Joining panels (use color A)

Holding the wrong side of one of the side panelsto the wrong side of the
center panel, and with theright side of the center panel facing you, d st the
panelstogether from corner to corner.

Repeat with the other side panel.

Outer Edging

Round 1: With wrong side of blanket facing you, attach color A with ascin
any sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert hook in next st and
pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook) around;
join with adl st tothefirst sc, ch 1, turn.

Round 2: Scin thesame st asjoining, (insert hook in same st and pull up a
loop, insert hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook) around; join with adl st to thefirst sc. Fasten off.
Weavein ends.

Handle Strap

With color B, ch 321

Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (insert hook in same ch and pull up a
loop, insert hook in next ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook) 319 times; ch 1, turn. (320 sts)

Row 2: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 319 times; ch 1, turn. (320 sts)

Rows 3-5: Repeat row 2, changing to color A at the end of row 5. Fasten off





color B.

Row 6: With color A, scin each st across; ch 1, turn.

Row 7: S st in each sc across (thiswill keep the strap from stretching.)
Fasten off.

Other side

Attach color A with a scin thefirst foundation chain; repeat rows6 and 7.
Secur ely sew the short ends of the handle strap together to form avery
largering.

Button Strap

With color B, ch 51

Row 1: Scin the 2nd ch from hook, (insert hook in same ch and pull up a
loop, insert hook in next ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook) 49 times; ch 1, turn. (50 sts)

Row 2: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 49 times, scin thesame st; ch 1, turn. (51 sts)

Row 3: 2 scin thefirst sc, insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook, ch 3, skip next 3 stsfor buttonhole, insert hook in next st and pull
up aloop, insert hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3
remaining loops on hook, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 46 times; ch 1, turn.

Row 4: Scin thefirst sc, (insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert
hook in next st and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops
on hook) 46 times, insert hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert hook in
next ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on
hook, insert hook in same ch and pull up aloop, insert hook in next ch and
pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook, insert
hook in same ch and pull up aloop, insert hook in next st and pull up aloop,
yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook,insert hook in same st and
pull up aloop, insert hook in next ch and pull up aloop, insert hook in next
ch and pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 4 remaining loops on hook; ch
1, turn. (51 sts)

Row 5: Insert hook in first st and pull up aloop, insert hook in next st and
pull up aloop, yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook, (insert
hook in same st and pull up aloop, insert hook in next st and pull up aloop,
yo and pull through all 3 remaining loops on hook) 49 times. Fasten off.
Edging

Round 1: With color A, scin each st all around the outside of the button
strap; join with adl st tothefirst sc.

Round 2: Sl st in each sc around. Fasten off. Weave in ends.

Attaching handles, button strap and button.





Lay the handle on theright side of the center panel as shown; tack with yellow yarn
at the places shown in red.

Sew the button at the place marked with a blue square.

Lay the button strap on theright side of the center panel as shown; sew securely at
the pink line.

Folding Directions

Fold one side pandl behind the center panel along the dl st joining. Repeat with the
other side pandl.

Fold thetop and bottom behind the center panel so that thetop and bottom meet in
the center, behind the 9th yellow stripe, then repeat.

Pull the button strap over thetop of the folded section; close by placing button in
buttonhole.

Draw strapsup tothetop tocarry.
