1, directly below; ch 5to count asthefirst dc and thefirst ch 2, (bpdc
around thenext dc on round 1, ch 2) 7 times; join with ad st in the3rd ch
of the beginning ch 5.

Round 4: (Ch 1,5dcin thenext ch 2 sp, ch 1, d st in the next dc) 7 times,
5dcinthenext ch 2 sp, ch 1; join with ad stin thejoining d st. [If using

3 colors, fasten off color A]

Round 5: Ch 1, from the back, g st around the post of thefirst dc on round
3, directly below; *ch 6 to count asthefirst dc and thefirst ch 3, (bpdc
around the next dc on round 3, ch 3) 7 times; join with ad st in the3rd ch
of the beginning ch 5.* [If using 3 colors, attach color B, with ad st from






the back, around the post of any dc on round 3, then work from * to *]
Round 6: (Leaves) (2 scin thenext ch 3 sp, ch 4, scin the 2nd ch from
hook, hdc in the next ch, dcin the next ch, scin the samech 3 sp; ch 6, sc
in the 2nd ch from hook, hdc in the next ch, dcin thenext ch, trcin the
next ch, dcin thenext ch, scin thesame ch 3 sp; ch 4, scin the 2nd ch
from hook, hdcin the next ch, dcin the next ch, 2 scin the samech 3 sp; 3
scin thenext ch 3 sp) 3times, 9 scin the next ch 3 sp, 3 scin thenext ch
3 sp; join with ad st tothefirst sc. [If using 3 colors, fasten off color B]

next sc) 2 times, ch 3; join with a gl st tothefirst sc. [If using 3 colors,
attach color C with a scin the next sc, then work from ** to ** ]

Round 8: Working behind leaves, d st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 1, scin the
same sp; ch 3, scin the next ch 3 sp, ch 3, scin the same sp for corner;
*(ch 3, scin the next ch 3 sp) 5times, ch 3, scin the same sp for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp) 3times, ch 3; join
with adl st tothefirst sc.

Round 9: Sl st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 1, scin thesame sp; ch 3, scin the
next ch 3 sp, ch 3, scin the same sp for corner; *ch 3, scin thenext ch 3
Sp, (ch 3, insert hook through the sc at thetip of the next small leaf below,
then insert hook in the next ch 3 sp and complete sc, ch 3, scin the next ch
3 sp) 2times, ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp, ch 3, sc in the same sp for
corner, skip large leaf.* Repeat from * to* 1time; ch 3, scin thenext ch 3
p, ch 3, insert hook through the sc at thetip of the next small leaf below,
then insert hook in the next ch 3 sp and complete sc, (ch 3, scin the next
ch 3 sp) 4times, ch 3, scin the same sp for corner, (ch 3, scin the next ch
3 sp) 3times, ch 3, insert hook through the sc at the tip of thelast small
leaf below, then insert hook in the next ch 3 sp and complete sc, ch 3; join
with a dl st tothefirst sc.

Round 10: Sl stinto thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 1, scin the same sp; *ch 3, insert
hook through the sc at thetip of the next large leaf below, then insert hook
in the corner ch 3 sp and complete sc, ch 3, scin the same corner ch 3 sp,
(ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp) 6 times* Repeat from * to* 2 times; ch 3, sc
in the next ch 3 sp, ch 3, scin the same ch 3 sp for corner, (ch 3, scin the
next ch 3 sp) 5times, ch 3; join with adl st tothefirst sc.

First square

Round 11: Sl st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 1, scin thesame sp, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 3 sp, ch 3, scin thesame ch 3 sp for corner, *(ch 3, scin the
next ch 3 sp) 8 times, ch 3, scin thesamech 3 sp for corner* Repeat from
* to* 2times, (ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp) 6 times, ch 3; join with adl st
tothefirst sc. Fasten off.

Second square

Round 11: Sl st into thefirst ch 3 sp, ch 1, scin thesame sp, ch 3, scin





thenext ch 3 sp, ch 3, scin thesame ch 3 sp for corner, *(ch 3, scin the
next ch 3 sp) 8times,* ch 3, scin the same ch 3 sp for corner. Repeat from
*to* 1time; join to first square by working ch 2, drop yarn, insert hook
from thetop into thefirst corner sp of thefirst square, pick up yarn, pull
yarn through corner sp and ch 1, scin the same cor ner sp of the second
square; working along the last side of thefirst square (ch 2, drop yarn,
insert hook into the next ch 3 sp of thefirst square, pick up yarn, pull
through ch 3 sp and ch 1, scin the next ch 3 sp on the second square) 8
times, ch 2, drop yarn, insert hook from the top into the next corner sp of
thefirst square, pick up yarn, pull yarn through corner sp and ch 1, scin
the same corner sp of the second square; working on second squar e only
(ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp) 6 times, ch 3; join with a dl st to thefirst sc.
Fasten off.

Third square

Round 11: Work asfor second square, joining third squareto second
square.

Fourth square:

Fasten off at the end of round 10. Round 11: Join color C with a sctothe
first corner sp, (ch 3, scin thenext ch 3 sp) 8 times, ch 3, scin the same

sp for corner, (ch 3, scin the next ch 3 p) 8times; join to thethird square
by working ch 2, drop yarn, insert hook from thetop into thefirst corner sp
of the third square, pick up yarn, pull yarn through corner sp and ch 1, scin
the same corner sp of the fourth square; working along thelast side of the
third square (ch 2, drop yarn, insert hook into the next ch 3 sp of thethird
square, pick up yarn, pull through ch 3sp and ch 1, scin the next ch 3 sp
on thefourth square) 8 times, ch 2, drop yarn insert hook from thetop into
the next corner sp of thethird square, pick up yarn, pull yarn through
corner sp and ch 1, drop yarn, insert hook from the top into the next corner
sp of the FIRST square, pick up yarn, ch 1, scin the same corner sp of the
fourth square; working along thethird side of thefirst square (ch 2, drop
yarn, insert hook into the next ch 3 sp of thefirst square, pick up yarn, pull
through ch 3 sp and ch 1, scin the next ch 3 sp on thefourth square) 8
times, ch 2, drop yarn insert hook from thetop into the next corner sp of
thefirst square, pick up yarn, pull yarn through corner sp and ch 1, join
with ad st tothefirst sc of thefourth square. Fasten off.

Edging

Sc around, working 3 scin each corner sp, and 2 scin each ch 3 sp.

Round 4: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 2 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 2 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst sctoform thelast corner
loop. (16 loops)
Round 5: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 3 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 3times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst sctoform thelast corner
loop. (20 loops)
Round 6: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 4 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 4 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst sctoform thelast corner
loop. (24 loops)
Round 7: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 5 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*

thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (28 loops)

Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 6 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (32 loops)

Round 9: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 7 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 7 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (36 loops)

Round 10: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 8 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 8times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (40 loops)

Round 11: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 9 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 9times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (44 loops)

Round 12: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 10 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 10 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (48 loops)

Round 13: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 11 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 11 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (52 loops)

Round 14: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 12 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc¢) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 12 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (56 loops)

Round 15: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 13 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 13 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with a hdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (60 loops)

Round 16: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 14 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*





Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 14 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form the last corner
loop. (64 loops)

Round 17: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 15 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 15 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form thelast corner
loop. (68 loops)

Round 18: Scin theloop just made (around the post of the hdc), *(ch 3, sc
in the next loop) 16 times, ch 3, (sc, ch 3, sc) in next loop for corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (ch 3, scin th next loop) 16 times, ch 3, scin
thenext ch 1, ch 1; join with ahdcin thefirst scto form thelast corner
loop. (72 loops) Fasten off color C.

Round 19: Attach Color A with ascin any corner, work 4 morescin the
same cor ner, *(2 scin the next loop) 17 times, 5 sc in the next corner*
Repeat from * to* 2times, (2 scin the next loop) 17 times; join with a gl
st to thefirst sc. Fasten off. Weave in ends.

These squares should be very closeto the size of each of thelrish Rose
squares. If needed, add or subtract rows of loops beforerow 19 to achieve
correct size.

Round 1: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, work 15 moredcin thering; join
with ad st tothetop of the begining ch 3. (16 dc)

Round 2: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, dcin thesame st; 2 dcin each
remaining dc around; join with a gl st to thetop of the beginning ch 3.
Fasten off color A. (32 dc)

Round 3: Join color B with a scin any dc, skip next dc, 5 dc shell in the
next dc, ( skip next dc, scin the next dc, skip next dc, 5 dc shell in the next
dc) 7 times; join with a gl st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color B. (8 shells)
Round 4: Join color C with a scin themiddledc of any shell, 5dcin the
next sc, (scin the middle dc of the next shell, 5 dc shell in the next sc) 7
times; join with a d st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color C. (8 shells)

Round 5: Join color D with a scin themiddle dc of any shell, 7 dcin the
next sc, (scin the middle dc of the next shell, 7 dc shell in the next sc) 7
times; join with a d st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color D. (8 shells)

Round 6: Join color E with a scin the middle dc of any shell, 8dcin the
next sc, (scin the middle dc of the next shell, 8 dc shell in the next sc) 7
times; join with a d st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color E. (8 shells)

Round 7: Join color A with adl stin any sc, ch 4 to count asthefirst trc,
work 4 moretrcin the same st, (skip next 3 dc, scin each on the next 4 dc,
hdc in each of thenext 3 sts, sc in each of the next 4 dc, skip next 3dc, 9
trcin the next sc) 3 times, skip next 3 dc, scin each on the next 4 dc, hdc





in each of the next 3 sts, scin each of the next 4 dc, skip next 3dc, 4trcin
the same sc asthe beginning trc's; join with a g st to thetop of the
beginning ch 4.

Round 8: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, work 2 moredcin the same &, (dc
in each of the next 19 sts, 5 dc shell in the next st) 3 times, dc in each of
thenext 19 sts, 2 dc in the same st as beginning dc; join with ad st tothe
top of the beginning ch 3. Fasten off color A.

Round 9: Join color B with a scto the center dc of any 5 dc shell, work
another scin the same <, (sc in each of the next 23 dc, 3 sc corner in the
next dc) 3 times, scin each of the next 23 dc, scin the same st asjoining
sc; join with ad st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color B.

Round 10: Join color C with a sc to the center sc of any 3 sc cor ner, work
another scin the same <, (sc in each of the next 25 sc, 3 sc corner in the
next sc) 3 times, scin each of the next 25 sc, scin the same st asjoining
sc; join with ad st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color C.

Round 11: Join color D with a sc to the center sc of any 3 sc corner, work
another scin the same <, (sc in each of the next 27 sc, 3 sc corner in the
next sc) 3 times, scin each of the next 27 sc, scin the same st asjoining
sc; join with ad st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color D.

Round 12: Join color E with a sctothe center sc of any 3 sc corner, work
another scin the same <, (sc in each of the next 29 sc, 3 sc corner in the
next sc) 3 times, scin each of the next 29 sc, scin the same st asjoining
sc; join with a d st to thefirst sc. Fasten off color E.

Round 13: Join color A with a sc to the center sc of any 3 sc cor ner, work
another scin the same <, (sc in each of the next 31 sc, 3 sc corner in the
next sc) 3 times, scin each of the next 31 sc, scin the same st asjoining
sc; join with ad st to thefirst sc. Fasten off. Weavein ends.

2times, 2dcin thenext ch 1 sp; ch 1, join with a hdc to the top of the





beginning ch 3.

Round 9: Ch 3to count asthefirst dc, dc around the hdc joining, dcin each
of thenext 10dc, ch 3, scin the next ch 3 sp, ch 3, dcin each of the next
10dc, *(2dc, ch 3, 2dc) in the next ch 3 sp, dcin each of the next 10 dc,

ch 3, scin the next ch 3 sp, ch 3, dcin each of thenext 10 dc* Repeat from
*to* 2times, 2dcin thenext ch 1 sp; ch 1, join with a hdc to thetop of

the beginning ch 3. Fasten off. Weavein ends.
