Please do not submit my patterns or
photographs to any publication without my permission. Please do not post my
patterns or my photographs to any website, email list, club, photo album, or private
email without my permission. Instead, you may provide a link to my patterns on a
website, email list, club, photo album, or private email. (For example, if you
crocheted one of my patterns and put a photo of your finished object on your
webpage or in a photo album, you can't include my written pattern, but you can
include a link to the pattern.) Or email me...I'm usually more than happy to
accommodate when I can.

2. Don't plagiarize. I put in long hours designing and writing my patterns. Please
respect my time and work. Don't copy (or copy and paste) any of my patterns, make
a few changes to it and call it your own pattern.

including a tag with each item. Please email me to let me know what you're selling

Primitive Pines Yo-Yo Afghan & Christmas Tree Skirt

This is a join-as-you-go afghan & tree skirt...a little different from the usual yo-yo
project. The yo-yo's are not made in advance. After crocheting each yo-yo, do not
finish off...instead, continue using the same yarn to edge and join each yo-yo, working
according to the graph.
Yarn: Worsted weight acrylic
I'm not real sure about the amounts yet, as this afghan is in progress. I'm
guesstimating about 32 - 40 ounces of a buff color, 24 ounces of dark green, 16
ounces of burgundy and 4 ounces of brown for the afghan.
Hook: Size I
Finished size: As graphed, afghan - about 50" wide x 75" long; tree skirt - about 48"
diameter at widest points
Number of yo-yo's used: (Do not make yo-yo's in advance) Afghan - 718 (442 buff,
160 green, 100 burgundy, 16 brown) Tree skirt - 390 (210 buff, 60 green, 114
burgundy, 6 brown.)
Joining method: For afghan, flat braid method in rows. (click here) For tree skirt,
flat braid worked in hexagon, (click here) omitting the center 7 yo-yo's and leaving
unjoined at the blue line on the chart.
Edging: Using size J hook and main color, work 2 sc in each unjoined ch-3 sp
around the outside of the afghan.

Materials: Any of the following yarns:
For a “crushed velvet” look: 4-5 skeins of Lion Brand Chenille “Thick & Quick”
For a homespun look: 5 skeins Lion Brand Wool-Ease "Thick & Quick"
For a feminine, “boucle” look: 4-5 skeins Lion Brand Terry Spun (used in photo)
Alternate yarn: 2 or 3 strands of worsted weight yarn held together
Crochet hook size N (10 mm)
Optional: 6 yds. of 1” - 1 1/2” ribbon
Gauge: Not real important, but work loosely
Finished Size: About 48” in diameter
Note: Sample shown in photo is folded in half.
Ch 26
Row 1: Sc in the 2nd ch from hook and in each of the next 3 ch’s, 2 sc in
the next ch, (sc in each of the next 4 ch’s, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1,
turn (30 sc)
Row 2: Sc in each of the first 5 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 5 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (35 sc)
Row 3: Sc in each of the first 6 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 6 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (40 sc)
Row 4: Sc in each of the first 7 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 7 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (45 sc)
Row 5: Sc in each of the first 8 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 8 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (50 sc)
Row 6: Sc in each of the first 9 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 9 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (55 sc)
Row 7: Sc in each of the first 10 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 10 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (60 sc)
Row 8: Sc in each of the first 11 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 11 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (65 sc)
Row 9: Sc in each of the first 12 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 12 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (70 sc)







Row 10: Sc in each of the first 13 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 13 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (75 sc)
Row 11: Sc in each of the first 14 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 14 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (80 sc)
Row 12: Sc in each of the first 15 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 15 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (85 sc)
Row 13: Sc in each of the first 16 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 16 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (90 sc)
Row 14: Sc in each of the first 17 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 17 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (95 sc)
Row 15: Sc in each of the first 18 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 18 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (100 sc)
Row 16: Sc in each of the first 19 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 19 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (105 sc)
Row 17: Sc in each of the first 20 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 20 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (110 sc)
Row 18: Sc in each of the first 21 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 21 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (115 sc)
Row 19: Sc in each of the first 22 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 22 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (120 sc)
Row 20: Sc in each of the first 23 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 23 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (125 sc)
Row 21: Sc in each of the first 24 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 24 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (130 sc)
Row 22: Sc in each of the first 25 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 25 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (135 sc)
Row 23: Sc in each of the first 26 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 26 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (140 sc)
Row 24: Sc in each of the first 27 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 27 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (145 sc)
Row 25: Sc in each of the first 28 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 28 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (150 sc)
Row 26: Sc in each of the first 29 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 29 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (155 sc)
Row 27: Sc in each of the first 30 sc, 2 sc in the next sc, (sc in each of the
next 30 sc, 2 sc in the next ch) 4 times; ch 1, turn (160 sc)
Edging
Row 28: Sc in the first sc, ch 1, skip next 2 sc, (sc in the next sc, ch 4, sl st
in the 4th ch from hook to form loop, sc in the same sc, ch 1, skip next 2 sc)
52 times, sc in the last sc; ch 3, turn. (52 loops)
Row 29: 5 dc in the first loop, (dc in the next ch 1 sp, 5 dc in the next loop)
51 times, dc in the last sc. Fasten off. weave in ends.
Optional finishing: Weave ribbon over the dc’s worked in the ch 1 spaces of
round 29, and under the loops that have 5 dc worked into them. Fold the
ends of the ribbon over and behind the end dc’s, tack with washable glue or







needle and thread. Add bows as desired.
